CL Activity: Agenda Items for ISEA-STEM Pedagogy Conference Presentation 

Essential Question: How can we demonstrate the power of integrated STEM education to a group of interested, but unknowledgeable elementary teachers—in short segments? 
CL Objective: Identify the major concepts that must be addressed and concepts that can be addressed in short segments. 
Time: 20 minutes (depends on available time and group size) 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Techniques / Equipment: Flipchart, and felt pens. Write and group major concepts on flipchart paper. 
Process: 
· Individually, think about: 
· What do I know that’s important? What would I be willing to present? Why would this be important to a practicing teacher? How will knowing and practicing this lead to elementary student learning? 
· In CL Group: 
· Share and discuss your ideas
· Listen, critique, and respond to the ideas of others
· List concepts/ideas that are worthy of being presented at the conference

Group Success: CL group has identified 5-10 major concepts that should be shared with the audience at ISEA conference. 
Accountability: Share your goals with the larger group and respond to their critique.
