2. All responses to questions must begin with the original question (when typing, state the original question and then your response to that question.

Presentation: You will prepare a 2 minute presentation (an elevator speech) that highlights the nature of the technology that you have chosen and includes your responses to the questions above.

Evaluation: You will be assessed according to the following criteria:

A. Clarity of Expression (50%): Did you present your ideas clearly and did you provide evidence to support your reasoning both in your written response and your presentation?

B. Conviction (25%): Was it clear that you believe in your response or did you simply copy from an original source?

C. Punctuation/Grammar/References (25%): Was the response written in an appropriate fashion, using proper grammar, punctuation, and references?
