Students will write a research paper about the nature of 1800s technology.  Your paper should be a minimum of 6-8 pages in length (double spaced – Times/New Times Roman) and a reference page using APA citations. 

Your paper should address the following questions:
1. What technologies or practices did people use in the late 1800s?  Describe daily life.
2. What were/are the social impacts of these technologies (positive and negative)?
3. How have these technologies altered the environment in positive and negative ways?

Your paper should focus on the history of technological development in the 1800's as well as the cultural, ecological, environmental, political and other impacts of technology from that era on our society up until present day.
