Topic: Elementary School Robotics

Directions: Identify a “teacher resource” related to teaching robotics at the elementary school level. This assignment should be submitted utilizing the instructions outlined below.  

Submission Instructions: Prior to submitting your “teacher resource,” make certain that you have addressed all items outlined below.
1. The  resource procurement assignment must:

· Be submitted as a hard copy for the instructor.
· Be submitted by the date outlined above.

· Directly relate to teaching robotics at the elementary school level.
· Reference citation:

· If the resource is a magazine, newspaper, journal or text; provide a proper reference citation.
· If the resource is an Internet site, provide the web address and the date of download.

· If the resource is from other sources, provide enough information to lead one to the primary source.
· Provide a one page description of the resource and information detailing how the resource could be used to support teaching robotics at the elementary school level —this should include brief samples.
· For proper credit, all submitted papers should have your name, a title (identifying the topic), contact information and the date 
Hint: Keep an electronic copy of all submitted papers for your electronic journal/portfolio. 

Evaluation: Your responses to the questions above will be assessed according to the following criteria:

A. Clarity of Expression (50%): Did you present your resource ideas clearly and did you provide evidence to support your reasoning?

B. Conviction (25%): Was it clear that you believe in the potential of the resource or did you simply find a resource that “fit the bill?”
C. Punctuation/Grammar (25%): Was the response written in an appropriate fashion, using proper grammar and punctuation?
