Task: 
Candidates will work individually to develop a 3 dimensional product using CorelDRAW and/or
CorelCAD software.

Due Date: 
Final Exam Date -Tuesday, May 7, 2013 – 10:15-12:15pm
Parameters: 
Working individually, you will complete the assignment following the parameters outlined below:
· You will have until the final exam date to develop a CAD drawing for a 3D product.
· Your design must fit onto a 12” X 12” piece of material (however I would suggest leaving a ½” margin)
· 1/8” Baltic Birch Plywood (.125” thickness)
· 1/8” Hardboard (.116” thickness)
· Your completed design must have a minimum of 3 individual parts that ‘press fit’ together, although wood glue may be used for permanent use.
· The completed drawing must be submitted electronically to the digital Dropbox. 
· The completed drawing and product should clearly demonstrate your understanding of how CAD is used to create products using laser technology.
· On the day of the final your design must be completed.  The final time will be used to cut your designs out on the laser, put them together, and share with the class.

Deliverables

· Completed drawing submitted to your individual Dropbox folder.
· The file must be saved as a CorelDRAW Version 13 file
· The file must named YourName-Final.cdr
· All lines must be set to ‘hairline’ thickness and use only standard red lines used for cutting.
· The completed 3D product.

Evaluation
· The submissions will be evaluated based on the degree to which they:
· Meet the parameters outlined above
· Are aesthetically pleasing 
· Function as intended
