Big Idea:  You are a STEM Champion and the world needs to know about you!

Deliverables:
1. Your portfolio and presentation must include the following information - 
· An introduction – What is STEM education?  Why is STEM education important? Why should elementary children study technology?  How do children benefit? 
Are there benefits for the teacher? 
· STEM Resources - links to resources, descriptions and pictures of exemplary STEM laboratories/classrooms
· Reflections on the importance of integrated STEM Education in the elementary classroom.
2. Your portfolio and presentation must highlight -
· Your ability to effectively develop a creative STEM learning environment in your future classroom.   
· A description and examples of your abilities and making skills from STEM 4033 and STEM 4043/5023.  This should include high quality professional photographs of you and your projects with appropriate backgrounds.
· Sample design briefs that highlight your abilities.
· Photographs and detailed descriptions of your work.

3. A 5-minute multi-media presentation of your portfolio.  Think of this presentation as your chance to stand out from a group of teacher applicants and to prove yourself as a STEM champion.
