· 1 - paper fasteners
· 1 - paper clip
· 1 – craft stick
· String
· Crayons, markers, colored pencils

Tools:
· Crop-a-Dile or Hole punch
· Quick Cutter for cutting wood
· Plyers for cutting metal
· Scissors for cutting paper and string
· Ruler
