Book Discussion Guidelines
As part of the informal education course this semester we will be reading and discussing Last Child in the Woods (Louv, 2006).  This seminal work brought to light the need for children to spend more time in the outdoors and coined the term “nature deficit disorder”.  To prepare for participation in our discussions you should do the following before class on discussion days:
· Read the assigned section before class and take notes on what you read.
· List 5 Points of Major Significance for the section, with at least one point per chapter. Think about why this point was significant for you. This will be before our discussion in class.  Be prepared to discuss each of the points you have listed.
· During the discussion, take notes of what others have said or additional comments you might have.  This is your chance to add new points of view and flesh out your discussion of your points. I expect everyone to take part in the discussions.
· Each reading reflection is due before our class discussion for each section of the book.  Each reading reflection should note which chapter it is for, be ½ to ¾ page, double-spaced, with the total not to exceed 4 pages.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]There will be a total of 7 book discussion throughout the semester.  Each reflection is worth 20 points for a total of 140 points.
