PLT – Project WET 10-Day Unit Outline Instructions
As part of your Project Learning Tree and Project WET training you will work either alone or with a partner to develop an outline for a ten-day long multi-disciplinary unit of study related to any topic found in the PLT or Project WET Curriculum Guides. Use the template provided for this assignment. You unit outline will include the following:
· The topic of the unit
· Grade level (choose only one grade level)
· A brief description of the unit
· Connections to content standards
· List of formative and summative assessments to be used
· A table of activities and pertinent information about each activity

You should use at least 6-10 PLT or Project WET activities as the basis of your unit. Some activities may take more than one day to complete, and this should be noted in your table. (For example, you may do steps 1-4 of an activity one day, then do steps 5 and 6 on the second day.) Note any special adaptations that you may make to any lessons. Each lesson/activity should connect in a logical way and build on the understandings developed in the previous lessons. Don’t just throw a bunch of lesson together willy-nilly and call it a unit.

If you like you may include a field trip and/or guest speaker as part of your unit, but these should take no more than 2 of the days. If you use a field trip, consider whether you will use it at the beginning, middle, or end of the unit and be prepared to explain your choice in the lesson summary column. You are encouraged to teach at least 2 lessons in an outdoor setting.

You are not writing lesson plans for this assignment, just planning how you might use PLT or Project WET resources as the basis of a unit of study.

Be sure to connect your unit to the appropriate content standards for science, ELA, math, social studies and/or the arts. List these standards at the beginning of your unit outline, not in the table. In the table you will only place a check or X for the content areas addressed by your individual lessons.

The “Index” section at the end of the PLT and Project WET Curriculum Guides will be a valuable resource for this assignment.  For example, for PLT, pay particular attention to Index 1 (connections to subject areas), Index 3 (time requirements and instructional settings), and Index 5 (topics).

What you will turn in:

You will turn in the 10-Day Planning Outline page accompanying this assignment description that includes brief information about the unit and the table describing your unit activities. DO NOT turn in completed lesson plans.

This assignment is worth 100 points and will be due 3 weeks after the PLT training day (Due April 25).
